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Financial Assistance

The CVTLS is open to all families and caregivers in the Comox Valley regardless of income or
financial hardship. We use Statistics Canada Low Income Guidelines as our criteria for giving
complimentary memberships. If your family meets these criteria, please tell CVTLS staff at the
time of membership registration. You may be asked to produce your most recent Canada
Revenue Agency Notice of Assessment to verify eligibility. If your family has PLAY booklets
from the Comox Valley Regional District Sports and Aquatic Centres, you may also choose to
produce these at the time of registration to receive a complimentary CVTLS membership.

How it works
In order to borrow toys, from the CVTLS, you must be a member. The membership fee is
non-refundable and renewed each year.

Annual Membership $20 per year
A membership allows you to borrow 5 toys per family for 1 month, with one renewal (through
email, phone or in person) if not otherwise requested.

One Time Membership
For those visiting the Comox Valley the CVTLS offers one time use memberships for a cost of
$10 with a $20 deposit returned upon final return of items.

Gear

Gear such as swings, exersaucers, bouncy chairs, jolly jumpers, booster seats, etc. may be
borrowed as all other items, or with a $50 deposit (cash or cheque) gear items may be
borrowed for up to 6 months. Under this extended borrowing condition, $5 late fees per week
overdue apply.

All members agree to abide by the following conditions:
All toys borrowed remain the property of the CVTLS and that if any item is not returned in
good condition and suitable for further borrowing, (normal wear and tear excepted), members

may be required to pay CVTLS the amount to replace or repair the item.

| agree to share any changes of address and contact information with the Toy Library as soon
as possible.

| agree to return toys in good and hygienic condition on the due date shown.

| understand that | will not be permitted to take out any additional toys until all overdue fines
are paid.

| agree to make a payment toward the cost of replacement or repair (normal wear and tear
excepted) of toys lost or damaged.
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Although the Toy Library reserves the right to revise its fees and charges, notice will be given
90 days prior to the changes.

| agree that | am the individual solely responsible for the children attending the CVTLS while
in my care. | will NOT leave children unattended.

| agree that it is my responsibility to inspect and ensure that toys are age appropriate and in
good repair prior to play.

Missing Pieces

You will be charged ongoing late fees ($2 per week) until pieces are returned or until
replacement cost is reached. If these fees are paid up to date you may keep borrowing.

Late fees

$2 will be charged to your account if an item is not returned on time. An additional $2 per
week will accrue until the item is returned. You are not permitted to borrow any additional toys
until all fees are paid. Late fees will be charged if a renewal request is made after toys were
due. A renewal may be granted, but late fees will remain.

There is a $10 maximum charge per small toy and $20 maximum per large toy.

Broken Toys or Pieces

$5 is charged per broken piece. However if the breakage is on a previous repair which is
noted in our records, no charge will be made. Please do not make repairs to broken toys.
Each toy is assessed for suitability and all repairs are entered into our records. We will still
charge broken toy fees for any toys you have repaired. If a toy is rendered no longer usable
due to broken or lost pieces, we do ask that you meet us towards the cost of replacing the toy.
This is judged on the age and condition of the toy in question and is at the discretion of the
board of directors.

Batteries

To keep our costs low, we do not provide batteries for any toys. It is your choice whether or
not to purchase batteries to use in CVTLS toys. Any batteries found in toys after they are
returned will be removed and placed in a battery donation box. Members may take these at
no additional charge. These batteries may or may not work and will have varying levels of
power remaining in them.
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Care & Responsibility

Please do not let children play with the boxes or plastic bags in which the toys, games
and puzzles are packaged. Please ensure all items are clean and complete (including
packaging) before they are returned to the Toy Library.

Membership

By applying for and receiving approval as a member of the CVTLS, you will become a voting
member of CVTLS and have the right to attend annual general meetings of the CVTLS when
convened (usually late January/early February).
